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Nutmeg Fishing Report by Ron Merly April 27, 2009

Opening day of trout fishing was very busy thisnimat despite the crowds, there were still lotigif caught and we couldn't have had a nicer
day weather wise. Our area is around five inchgo§the normal rainfall total for the year so theers are getting low early this season;
however with the water temps still on the cool sttle fishing remains consistent. A lot of nice fliag and caddis are hatching on all of our
rivers. Burr Brown and | recently went up to theudp for the Hendrickson hatch and although thethats strong, the fish were sluggish. We
saw very few rises. The TMA on the Naugatuck RimeCampville was heavily stocked by DEP with sormedysized trout and has been
fishing well. The Farmington is running cold as aldout good numbers of fish continue to be caugbmically, the Wood River in Rhode
Island is running so high that the DEM had to dfistocking until the water subsides. The steelhféstdng in Pulaski, New York is red hot
right now with all of the post-spawn fish becomirggy active on their way back to the lake.

The schoolie stripers are all around the moathbe rivers and harbors and some large bunker tecently moved into our area. The slobs
should be running through anytime now. The shatkfish and flounder seasons will be over befosedryou read this. DEP has increased
the commercial limit on fluke and lowered the reti@nal limit this year. Sounds like there is sammgg fishy about that decision but that’s our
DEP.

I would like to thank the volunteers from Tfdr donating their time to the fishing derbied=airfield and in Easton. Your help was very
much appreciated. The derbies were great and dsehldd a lot of fun and excitement catching fisthwmning prizes. Jimmy O. donated all of
the bait and prizes, which were abundant at thei€ldi derby. The Easton derby was very shy ofggifor the kids so maybe we could work or]
making that aspect of it a little better for theaxnyear.
